6) Sereening and Hygiene - provision for thermal screening, hand wash and sanitizer will be 

made available at all entry and exit points and common areas. 

7) Frequent sanitization of entire workplace, common facilities and all points which come 

into human contact e.g. door handles etc. will be ensured, including between shifts. 

8) Social Distancing - all persons in charge of workplaces will ensure adequate distance 

between workers, adequate gaps between shifts, staggering the lunch breaks of staff etc.

and 21s May, 2020 will remain in force till further orders.

2. All essential shops which are allowed to remain open before this order, shall continue to 

do so. 

3. The activities already allowed and permitted from time to time shall be continued and all 
earlier orders shall be aligned with this order and shall remain in force up to 30 
November, 2020. 

4. The following activities will be permitted outside the Containment Zones: 

In areas outside the Containment Zones, all activities will be permitted, except the following: 
. International Air travel of passengers, except as permitted by MHA. 
i. Schools, colleges, educational and coaching institutions will continue to remain

B. Section 188 in the Indian Penal Code, 1860 

188. Disobedience to order duly promulgated by public servant.-Whoever, knowing 
that, by an order promulgated by a public servant lawfully empowered to promulgate 
such order, he is directed to abstain from a certain act, or to take certain order with 

certain property in his possession or under his management, disobeys such direction, 

shall, if such disobedience causes or tends to cause obstruction, annoyance or injury, 

or risk of obstruction, annoyance or injury, to any person lawfully employed, be 

punished with simple imprisonment for a term which may extend to one month or 

with fine which may extend to two hundred rupees, or with both; and if such 

disobedience causes or trends to cause danger to human life, health or safety, or 

causes or tends to cause a riot or affray, shall be punished with imprisonment of either 

description for a term which may extend to six months, or with fine which may extend 

to one thousand rupees, or with both. 

Explanation.-It is not necessary that the offender should intend to produce harm, or 

contemplate his disobedience as likely to produce harm. It is sufficient that he knows 

of the order which he disobeys, and that his disobedience produces, or is likely to 

produce, harm. 

lhustration 

An order is promulgated by a public servant lawfully empowered to promulgate such 

order, directing that a religious procession shall not pass down a certain street. A 
knowingly disobeys the order, and thereby causes danger of riot. A has committed the 
offence defined in this section.
