£ Rules and Conditions for the Essay Writing Competition:

1. The competition will be conducted in Marathi, Hindi, or English language.

2. Students from junior colleges, senior colleges, university-level institutions, and academic departments across
India are eligible to participate. A maximum of 15 students from each college or institution may enter the
competition.

3. Participants should be less than 25 years on the day of the competition.
4. The essay must be a minimum of 1500 words in length.
5. There is no entry fee for the competition.

6. All expenses related to sending essays by post or any other method must be covered by the respective college
or institution.

7. The essay must be either handwritten or typed. Participants must also submit a handwritten declaration of
originality with the essay.

8. Participants must include the following information on the first page of their essay:

Full Name, Class, Roll Number, Mobile Number, Email Address, Name of College/Institution, Title of the Essay

9. When submitting essays, the college or institution must send a covering letter on official letterhead
containing the names and details of all participants.

10. The organisers reserve the right to publish selected essays.

11. The decision of the evaluation committee is final.

12. Information regarding competition results, certificate distribution dates, and other updates will be
communicated to colleges and institutions via email and official notices.

13. Certificates of participation will be awarded to all participants and supporting institutions.
